Curriculum development and related matter in information systems

3. Task Force Meeting dates

In order to reduce travel expenses, Task Force members arrange meetings at professional conferences.  We meet at other times when necessary.  Beyond physical meetings, committee members exchange ideas and information via e-mail, phone, and fax.   We met at the AMCIS 2002-(August), FIE 2002 (November), ISECON 2002 (November), ICIER 2002 (December), ICIS 2002 (December), and AMCIS 2003 (August).  Future meetings are scheduled for FIE 2003 (November) in Boulder, CO and December 2003 at ICIER & ICIS 2003 in Seattle.
4. PROJECT SUMMARIES and STATUS

a. IS 2002:  Teaming with the Association for Information Systems (AIS) and Association of Information Technology Professionals (AITP), the CIS Task Force completed the IS 2002 report by updating IS ‘97, the model curriculum and guidelines for undergraduates for inclusion in the CC  2001 report.  The report has been approved ACM, AIS and AITP, and it is endorsed by eight information technology societies and including IEEE-CS and the Society for Information Management which includes CIO’s & senior IT executives.  IS 2002 report has been published by ACM and AIS and is available on their web site.
b. MSIS 2000: (Graduate information systems curriculum model):  The MSIS 2000 report was submitted for inclusion in the CC2001 project.  
c. MSIS 2005: (Graduate IS curriculum model):  At the AMCIS 2002 August meeting, AIS agreed to join ACM to form a joint task force to update MSIS 2000.   The target date for completing the report is 2005.
d. IS ACCREDITATION:  With NSF support, ACM has successfully teamed with AIS, IEEE-CS, CSAB, and industry representatives to develop a set of criteria for accrediting undergraduate Information Systems programs.  The Criteria have been approved by the ABET board, IS program evaluators have been trained, and two IS accreditation cycles have been completed successfully.   At the August AMCIS 2003 meeting, fifty-seven individuals, representing master degree programs in IS, voted in favor of proposing graduate degree criteria for accreditation of MSIS programs.  The next meeting will take place at ICIS (International Conference for Information Systems) in December 2003.
5.  PLANS

a. MSIS 2005:  Provide an update of MSIS 2000 by 2005.  AIS agreed to join ACM to form a joint task force to update MSIS 2000.   The target date for completing the report is 2005.  The first meeting was held at AMCIS 2003 in August.   Prior to the meeting invitations were sent out to all IS department chairs and MS coordinators.   Fifty-seven people attended the meeting to discuss the necessary updates to MSIS 2000.   A survey will be completed via the web and a second meeting is schedule for ICIS in December 2003 in Seattle.
b. IS ACCREDITATION:  

(1) Continue to identify programs interested in IS accreditation. 

(2) Continue to encourage mainstream IS faculty to become program evaluators.

(3) Fast track IS program evaluators to be trained as team chairs.

(4) Identify IS faculty experienced in accreditation and nominate them for positions within ABET, e.g. CAC Executive Committee.

c. There are on going discussions with AIS to complete an MBA/IS Concentration/Major and to select and appoint an ACM/AIS joint membership committee.  The committee will develop a four-course IS concentration for MBA programs, including the first overview IS course required of all MBA programs.

d. There are on going discussions with both AIS and AITP regarding a joint international IS curriculum project and to form a joint ACM, AIS, AITP Global IS curriculum Task Force.

e. There are on going discussions with both AIS and AITP regarding a joint IS major revision of the undergraduate curriculum as IS 2002 reflects only a 20% update of IS 1997 and a feeling that a more futuristic curriculum is needed.
6.  Meetings and Presentations

We met and presented reports at the following conferences: AMCIS 2002-(August), FIE 2002 (November), ISECON 2002 (November), ICIER 2002 (December), ICIS 2002 (December), and AMCIS 2003 (August).  Meetings are scheduled for FIE 2003 (November) in Boulder, CO and December 2003 at ICIER & ICIS 2003 in Seattle.

August 2003:

Presented at the AMCIS 2003 Conference the MSIS 2000 report and invited discussion of needed changes and updates for future model graduate curriculum. Fifty seven individuals attended the meeting and indicated that the report was very helpful and they used the MSIS 2000 report to create &/or update their curriculum.
