Special Interest Group on High Performance Computing - SIGHPC
The SGB reviewed the proposal and supported pursuing the chartering of SIGHPC during the March 7, 2011 meeting.  In addition to the proposal, bylaws and budget, the SGB EC requested a 5 year financial plan including the transitioning of co-sponsorship for SC. The leadership of the proposed SIG have submitted the 5 year plan as part of the proposal as well as a set of bylaws. 
Action: SGB EC needs to make a recommendation to the SGB with regard to chartering. 
Special Interest Group on Computer Games (SIGGAME)
A proposal regarding SIGGAME was originally submitted in April of 2009. The SGB indicated their support to pursue chartering in March of 2010. The SIGGAME leadership was asked to submit bylaws, budget and a slate of leaders by August 1st of 2010. The requested material was not submitted. In December of 2010 we received the following note:

Hi Donna, Gerrit,

I'd like to provide you both with a quick update on the SIGGAME proposal.

Due to me becoming Chair of the Computer Science Department at UC Santa Cruz, I was unable to make forward progress on the SIGGAME proposal. Now that I'm finally digging out of Fall Quarter tasks, I have been able to hand off the task of developing the final proposal to Ian Parberry (cc'ed).

I suspect Ian may be in contact about some of the details of what you're looking for in the final proposal.

So we're aware, what is the deadline for getting SIGGAME considered at the next SIG board meeting? Ideally I'd like to make sure we don't miss another meeting opportunity.

     3) Is it accurate to say that there are no overlapping SIGs? SIGMOD, SIGKDD, SIGMIS, SIGIR, SIGSOFT? We have chartered SIGs because they are cross-disciplinary. Shouldn't the leadership have addressed that?
