	Text5: The University of Puerto Rico in Bayamón has a bachelor's degree in Computer Science with two areas of emphasis, Computer Science and Information Systems. This academic program is accredited by ABET - Accredited Computing Accreditation Commission and has 250 - 320 students, more or less. This number is an estimate since after the passage of Huracan Maria, 700 students from different academic programs left the university. 109 of our members are from the Computer Science bachelor's degree and one member who is in his last year of Marketing. 
	Text6: The Computer Science Students Association of the University of Puerto Rico in Bayamón had a very satisfactory recruitment during this academic year 2017-2018 recruiting 110 members. To achieve these results at the beginning of the year, we managed to coordinate with the professors of the department, to be able to use part of their class to offer a talk to the new students. As part of this talk, we explained about the activities of our "chapter", the workshops, tutorials and the advantages of being members of this prestigious association. Unfortunately, the week that we had predicted to begin the inscriptions, the Hurricane Maria passed through Puerto Rico, leaving our university extremely affected and unable to offer classes for more than a month. When we returned to classes, we understood that it was necessary to reduce the membership fee, from $ 20 to $ 15 which included the shirt of our association, due to the situation that the student community was going through (the majority of the country still did not have water nor light). In spite of everything, after being extremely aggressive in promoting our association through social networks and placing flyers around the campus, we managed to recruit 110 members, which represents almost 33% of all enrollment in the Computer Science department of the University of Puerto Rico in Bayamón. It was definitely not an easy year, but even so we are extremely proud of our recruitment and of everything we achieved, and we are confident that next year will be even better.
